TO THE QUESTION ON THE STATUS OF FOREIGN EMPLOYEES IN THE THIRD
REICH

The article presents the results of the study of the terminology used to define the forced labour in the
Third Reich. It is examined the political component of the terms and the quantitative composition of different
groups of workers. The article provides statistics on the type of work, identifies the regions with the highest
number of forced workers in the Third Reich according to the statistics.

The main emphasis is placed on the terminology and appropriateness of using the terms to refer to the
whole phenomenon or the whole group of forced workers because in modern Ukrainian historical
terminology the term «Ostarbeiters» is often used to refer to almost all forced workers in the Third Reich
which does not reflect the entire complex system of forced labour in NaziGermany.

When the National Socialists took the power in the country the problem of unemployment was solved in
the country as millions of people were recruited for the work at enterprises. As a result, on the eve of World
War II, there was a shortage of unemployed people in Germany.

In October 1939, the first Polish workers and Polish captives were sent for forced labour to the Third
Reich. They were called civilian workers (Germ. Zivilarbeiter). Those workers were required to abide by
racial laws and to wear a sign «P» (Germ. Pole) attached to their clothing. At the same period, a campaign
was launched to use the Czechs and the Slovaks at German enterprises. Unlike the Poles, they were given a
furlough, medical care, fixed working hours; they had the possibility to return home after working at German
production. Their employment relationship was much milder in comparison with the Polish forced workers
because in 1939 Bohemia and Moravia had been proclaimed the protectorate of Germany and the Slovak
Republic had become the client state of Nazi Germany. When France, Belgium, the Netherlands and
Luxembourg surrendered their citizens were also involved in forced labour and received the rights of the
invited workers. They were known as guest workers (Germ. Gastarbeitnehmer).

The integration of the Italian, Hungarian and Romanian military economies into the Reich’s one
resulted in the recruiting of citizens of these Reich satellite countries in the status of foreign workers (Germ.
Fremdarbeiter). The foreign workers received a stable and sufficient wage almost on a par with German
workers, they also had no restrictions compared to civilian workers and forced labourers (Germ.
Zwangsarbeiter). The last ones were taken from occupied territories. This term often includes military
internees (Germ. Militarinternierte).

In 1941, since the outbreak of the war with the Soviet Union, the Third Reich had the opportunity to
involve Soviet citizens, eastern workers (Germ. Ostarbeiter) in its industrial and agricultural enterprises. The
Reich administration was bidding for volunteer work in Germany where future Ostarbeiters would receive
30% of a German labourer’s earning, work in German families or on farms. However, the bet that many
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Soviet volunteers would agree to work at German enterprises failed. One of the causes of the failure was the
defeat of the Wehrmacht forces in the Battle of Moscow in 1941 and the successful counter-offensive of the
Soviet troops. Those defeats abetted the Nazi government to take on a force politics and to compel the
population of the Soviet Union to work in Germany.

In March 1942, Fritz Zaukel headed the organization of violent deportation from the occupied
territories to Germany. By the summer of that year, an extensive system of exploitation of foreign workers and
captives had already operated in the territory of the Third Reich. According to the order of F. Zaukel the
decrees were issued in the occupied territories. They announced the introduction of labour duty for Soviet
citizens who had to work in Germany. Those decrees referred to the so-called voluntary recruitment. In fact,
voluntary recruitment was more the exception than the rule in the occupiedterritories.

The more the German army defeated the more unbearable conditions the forced workers had. The
situation with the Italian workers was an indicative one in this respect. By mid-1943, they had been in the
status of foreign workers, but after the surrender of Italy, they got the lower status of forced labourers. Thus,
they were equated with the subjugated European peoples.

Subsequent defeats of the Reich brought to the total mobilization of the population for forced labour
from the controlled territories during 1942-1944. At that period from 3 to 5.5 million eastern workers were
forced to work in Germany. Among them, there were 30% of children aged 14-16. In November 1943 the age
bracket was lowered to 10.

The Ostarbaiters lived mainly in camps that were fenced with barbed wire and under guard. This
category of forced workers was particularly exposed to the arbitrariness of the Gestapo and the industrial
plant guards. Many firms did not pay any wages at all to the Soviet civilian workers. They were viewed as
«civilian prisoners» and treated accordingly. Thus, due to the poor working and living conditions of the
workers from the East and a large number of children involved in the production, the German command
devalued the work of the Ostarbeiters, having turned them into an extremely cheap and sometimes free labour
force.

According to the statistics, in February 1944, the Reich recruited 6,450,000 employed and forced
workers. At that time, more than half of them were from Central and Eastern Europe, half as many were from
Western Europe, while the number of workers from the allies or neutral countries was just over 1%.

The Reich used predominantly forced workers from the Soviet Union and Poland, many of the Soviet
forced labours were prisoners of war. Most of the Ostarbeiters and civilian workers were employed in the
agricultural sector, forestry, fishery and transport, some of them were sent to German families as domestic
workers. The labour of forced workers from Western Europe was used mainly in heavy industry, at the
military enterprises of Ruhr and Westphalia. German agriculture employed 46% of all forced labourers.
Their share in the mining industry was 34% of the total number of workers, in the chemical industry — 28%, in
construction — 32%, in the transport sector — 26%. At large enterprises of the Ruhr region, the share of forced
labour reached 70%.

Thus, the labour statistics of the Third Reich from September 1939 to May 1945 reveals that there were
different terms applied to prisoners of war and civilians of both Western and Eastern Europe. The study
concluded that it is erroneous to use the term “Ostarbeiters™ referring to absolutely all the categories of
forced workers, since the use of forced labour in the Third Reich during World War 11 included different
categories of population. There was a system of the various groups of foreigners who were differentiated by a
detailed national hierarchy and the status of the home state (allied countries, satellite countries, defeated
countries, occupied countries).

By taking into account the complexity of the problem raised, the issues of working conditions and the
internal hierarchy of forced workers, the treatment of these workers in different countries at the end of the
war and repression were not studied in this scientific exploration as they require separate independent
research.
