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possible challenges in application of the method. However, the advantages are
tempting to apply them wider and more creatively: students' interest, motivation,
emotional connection and retention with the subject and object of study.

The thesis substantiates the need for purposeful formation of stress
resistance as an important component of professional training of law enforcement
officers. Attention is drawn to the fact that conscious and effective counteraction to
stressful factors, the choice of appropriate coping strategies for behavior in
stressful situations are the key to maintaining mental health and further effective
professional self-realization of law enforcement officers. The psychological
features of maintaining and strengthening the mental health of law enforcement
officers are characterized, as well as their ability to correlate their own internal
resources with the requirements of increased stressogenicity of law enforcement
activities.
