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Sustainable development, as a concept of global progress, encompasses economic,
environmental, and social dimensions. In the modern world, it is regarded as a key pathway to
harmonizing the economic, environmental, and social aspects of societal life. Humanity occupies a
special place within this triangle as a fundamental quality for ensuring the harmonious existence of
humanity. Psychologists emphasize that humanity is a personal trait that expresses compassion,
humaneness, and respect for every individual, regardless of age, gender, nationality, skin color, or
social status (Vysotska, 2011). Humanity presupposes prioritizing human values, guaranteeing the
rights and freedoms of each individual, and creating conditions for a dignified life. This includes
adherence to the principles of equality, respect for individuality, social justice, and solidarity.
Humanity is reflected in society's ability to address the needs of its most vulnerable groups. In the
context of sustainable development, this concept becomes pivotal in solving numerous social issues.

In Ukraine, as in many other countries, the problem of social justice, equality, and humanity
is especially urgent in the face of challenges related to war, economic crises, and global changes.

During the armed conflict in Ukraine, numerous challenges arise in ensuring social justice and
humanity (Mozol, 2022; Palylyulko, Humeniuk, Storozhuk, 2022):

1. Mass migration and displaced persons. The war has forced millions of Ukrainians to
leave their homes. Ensuring appropriate conditions for internally displaced persons (IDPs), including
housing, employment, education, and access to healthcare, has become a key task for the state and
civil society.

2. Social inequality. The gap between various social groups is widening due to the economic
crisis, increasing unemployment, and unequal access to basic services.

3. Psychological rehabilitation. The war and its consequences have caused profound
psychological trauma among the population, particularly military personnel, their families, and
children. Providing access to psychological assistance is a vital aspect of humanity.

4. Infrastructure restoration. Devastated regions require not only physical rebuilding but
also the creation of conditions for the social adaptation of their residents.

5. Education and social mobility. Limited access to quality education, especially in frontline
regions, threatens the future opportunities for youth social mobility.

Humanity as the foundation of sustainable development is not an abstract category — it is a
practical tool for creating a socially just world (Rym, Tsisaryk, Hnatyshyn, 2023). It entails:

e inclusivity — ensuring equal access to resources, opportunities, and services for all
population groups;

e solidarity — promoting mutual support and assistance, especially in times of crisis;

e responsibility — recognizing the impact of individual and collective actions on the well-
being of others and future generations.

In addressing social issues, humanity requires prioritizing vulnerable population groups such
as children, the elderly, persons with disabilities, and displaced persons. This involves:

e supporting social programs. Developing and implementing social protection programs
aimed at meeting the basic needs of the population. For example, social protection and support
programs for internally displaced persons during martial law at the city or regional level (Prohrama
sotsialnoho zakhystu.., 2024);
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e enhancing civic engagement. Ukrainian civil society demonstrates high levels of
mobilization in assisting victims, from volunteering to initiating local projects. To support this, special
programs are being implemented in Ukraine to raise awareness and increase citizen participation in
civic activities at the national, regional, and local levels (Pro prohramu «Doluchaisia!», 2024). These
include efforts to enhance public involvement in early recovery processes in liberated territories
(Posylennia.., 2024) and more;

e providing psychological support. Organizing various services, platforms, and hotlines
(Shemchyshena, 2023; Zhuravel, 2023), psychological support programs (e.g., Prohrama SETA,
n. d.), free psychological assistance centers (e.g., Zozulia, 2024; Psykholohichna dopomoha.., 2024),
and training courses for social workers, psychologists, and educators to work with traumatized
populations. Additionally, the launch of the nationwide mental health program «How Are You?» (Ty
yak?, 2024);

e cthical principles in public institutions. Transparency, accountability, and openness of
government institutions must become the foundation of their operations.

Ukraine, as part of the global community, aspires to achieve the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) outlined by the UN (What are the Sustainable Development Goals, 2015). Humanity
as a value-based foundation is closely linked to SDGs such as:

e no poverty (SDG 1). Eradicating poverty in all its forms remains one of the greatest
challenges facing humanity;

e good health and well-being (SDG 3). Good health is essential to sustainable development
and the 2030 Agenda reflects the complexity and interconnectedness of the two. It takes into account
widening economic and social inequalities, rapid urbanization, threats to the climate and the
environment, the continuing burden of HIV and other infectious diseases, and emerging challenges
such as noncommunicable diseases;

e quality education (SDG 4). Achieving inclusive and quality education for all reaffirms
the belief that education is one of the most powerful and proven vehicles for sustainable development;

e reduced inequalities (SDG 10). Income inequality requires global solutions. This
involves improving the regulation and monitoring of financial markets and institutions, encouraging
development assistance and foreign direct investment to regions where the need is greatest.
Facilitating the safe migration and mobility of people is also key to bridging the widening divide;

e peace, justice and strong institutions (SDG 16) The SDGs aim to significantly reduce all
forms of violence, and work with governments and communities to end conflict and insecurity.
Promoting the rule of law and human rights are key to this process.

Achieving these goals in modern Ukraine requires joint efforts by the state, businesses, civil
society organizations, and citizens.

Thus, humanity in the context of sustainable development is key to overcoming social issues
and ensuring the harmonious progress of Ukrainian society. Amid the challenges faced by Ukraine,
preserving human values, social justice, and mutual assistance becomes a critical condition for a
sustainable future. Only through the combined efforts of the state, communities, and individual
