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On April 14, 2021, the "National strategy for creating an inclusive space in Ukraine until
2030" was approved for implementation. Its goal is "to create a barrier-free environment for all
population groups, ensuring equal opportunities for everyone to exercise their rights and access
services on an equal basis by integrating physical, informational, digital, social and civic, economic,
and educational accessibility into all areas of state policy" (Cabinet of Ministers Resolution, 2021).

The Poltava City Council, as part of the pilot project "Barrier-free routes in settlements,”
developed a concept for creating an adaptive urban environment. At the first stage, central public
transportation stops will be redesigned to ensure accessibility and convenience for people with
disabilities, parents with strollers, elderly individuals, and anyone needing greater convenience.
Additionally, plans include creating parking spaces for people with disabilities. Currently, Poltava
has lowered curbs, installed tactile strips, and functional traffic lights for visually impaired
individuals.

The leading Poltava-based online edition "ZMIST" regularly covers issues related to solving
accessibility challenges in the community. The volume of publications on this topic has notably
increased since the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation.

For instance, in her report "How to make Poltava comfortable for veterans and people with
disabilities: highlights from the accessibility conference," journalist Iryna Zadara outlines the key
issues discussed during the "Barrier-free Ukraine" conference held in Poltava in May 2023. The
conference included representatives of government, non-government organisations, people with
disabilities, veterans, and parents of children who face accessibility challenges in their communities
(Zadara, 2023).

In the article "Almost two thousand defenders from Poltava Region have disabilities due to
the war," journalist Yanina Murdza presents concerning statistics: "In Poltava region, 6,228 people
are registered as having disabilities due to the war. Nearly one-third of them are military personnel.
According to the Poltava Regional State Administration, 1,800 defenders defenders from Poltava
region have disabilities. As of the end of 2023, a total of 73,000 people with disabilities were
registered with the region's social services. However, the actual number of individuals with
disabilities may be higher" (Murdza, 2024). This situation compels Ukrainian society to address new
challenges and develop effective accessibility programs. Given that Poltava is among the five regions
with the lowest levels of accessibility, "ZMIST" journalists conducted a joint study with
representatives of the Union of People with Disabilities. Using infographics, the article highlights the
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most inaccessible locations for people with reduced mobility: railway and bus stations, dormitories,
and modular towns for internally displaced persons (IDPs), as well as social service providers and
financial institutions. Meanwhile, sports complexes, stadiums, healthcare facilities, and
administrative service centers are noted for being more accessible. This publication signals the urgent
need for local authorities to create barrier-free spaces.

Similar issues are raised in Albina Kovpak’s analytical article titled "We have a large prison
for over 500 people with disabilities. On (In)Accessibility in Poltava and what to do about it," which
was prepared within the "Recovery Window" network. Based on in-depth journalistic research, the
article emphasizes that in Poltava, "not only residential neighborhoods but also the city’s historical
center, popular among tourists, remain inaccessible for people with disabilities." According to a
Ministry of Community Development study on accessibility across 3,000 facilities, 82.8% were
deemed inaccessible. Kovpak explains the six principles of accessibility that must be incorporated
into strategies for creating barrier-free spaces in communities. She also analyzes the "Accessibility
Strategy" developed by Poltava's Institute of Urban Development. The journalist underscores the
importance of the issue, stating that "Poltava is progressing towards accessibility. It may not be as
fast as desired, but progress is still progress. What residents can do now is to accelerate decisions by
authorities and make their voices heard" (Kovpak, 2024).

Specific steps for implementing the "Accessibility Strategy" in Poltava region are detailed in
the publication "A support app for people with disabilities is being created in Poltava region." The
article describes an app being launched in five communities that "will help people with disabilities
find accessible routes and provide information on the accessibility of hospitals, schools, and other
facilities." It will also "be useful for all groups with reduced mobility and assist in finding accessible
public transportation” and "contain information on the accessibility of buildings and structures”
(Kovpak, 2024).

Additional materials about implementing the "Accessibility Strategy" in Poltava include
media reports such as "A regional veterans hub will open in Poltava this fall" by Albina Kovpak and
"Housing issues: what conditions have been created for IDPs in Poltava region” by Anastasia
Chaikovska.

Thus, the issue of creating an inclusive environment in Poltava region remains a consistent
focus for the leading Poltava-based publication "ZMIST." Through its informational and analytical
materials, the publication shapes public awareness, emphasizing that accessibility is both a survival
issue and a matter of quality of life for people with reduced mobility.
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
